Purpose of Hazard 
Communication

GHS MODIFIED HAZCOM

Hazard Communication Standard 
29 CFR 1920.1200:
Workers have the right to know the identities and 
hazards of chemicals they work with and around 
under conditions of normal use or in reasonably 
foreseeable emergencies. Workers must be 
informed in five ways:

1. Written Hazard Communication Program

2. Inventory of chemicals (Maintained by 
designated person)

3. Safety Data Sheets (SDS)

4. Chemical Labeling

5. Effective training of chemical hazards

HAZCOM Law Objectives:

•  Make you aware of potential hazards

•  Teach you safe methods of handling the 
products

•  Inform you of the labeling requirements and 
your responsibility

•  Inform you of the location of the Safety Data 
Sheets in your work area
